UB Math/Science Program

Program Eligibility

An individual is eligible to participate in the UBMS program if the individual meets all of the following requirements:
I. Legal Residence in the United States: Potential participants need to provide a copy of their social security card.
i) Is a citizen or national of the United States;
ii) Is a permanent resident of the United States;
iii) Is in the United States for other than a temporary purpose and provides evidence from the Immigration and Naturalization Service of his or her intent to become a permanent resident;
II. Is a potential first-generation college student; or is 
i) Neither one of his/her parents graduated from a 4-year institution.
III. A Low-income individual.  Potential participants need to provide at least one of these supporting documents:
i) A signed copy of the parent’s or legal guardian’s most recent 1040 income tax form
ii) Notice of Action; or
iii) Other signed proof of income.
IV. Student has need for academic support, as determined by the UB Math/Science Program, in order to pursue successfully a program of education beyond high school.

i) Potential student and a parent are required to participate in an interview to review/confirm qualifications and assess academic need.
V. Student has completed the 8th grade but has not entered the 12th grade and is at least 13 years old but not older than 19years old.
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
