Upward Bound 

Eligibility

A student is eligible to participate in South Central Upward Bound Program if the participant meets the following criteria:

1) Is a citizen or national of the United Status or is in the United Status for other than a temporary purpose and can provide evidence from Immigration and Naturalization Service of the student’s intent to become a permanent resident;

2) Is a potential low-income and/or first-generation, college bound student;

3) Has completed the 8th grade but not entered the 12th grade (grades 9-11) and is between the ages of 13-19;

4) Has a need for academic support in order to successfully pursue a post-secondary program; and

5) Attends Crenshaw, Dorsey, Foshay, Manual Arts or Washington Prep High schools.

Students who wish to apply must submit a completed application and schedule an interview with a TRiO Advisor.
